
If I applied last semester and got a job, do I need to apply again for the
next semester to work in the same position? 

-No, you do not need to reapply. However, consideration for continued
employment will be given with acceptable performance in academic courses

and work assignments.  

What is starting pay for campus positions and how many hours can I
work? 

-Starting pay for all campus positions is $8.50 per hour 
-International students can work a maximum of 20 hours per week. All other
students can work a maximum of 29 hours per week. 
-It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that they don’t exceed their
maximum hours allowed to work. 

Do I need to be enrolled in summer classes if I want to work in the
summer? 

-Federal Work Study students are encouraged to be enrolled in at least 3 hours
for summer eligibility. 
-University Work Study Students are not required to enroll in summer classes
to work during the summer if ou are responsible for federal and state taxes.

-All students must maintain a 2.0 GPA.
