


8. The Degree Block will contain a summary of all degree requirements that must be meet to earn your
degree. The unfulfilled requirements will contain proxy advice regarding what must be done to meet
the indicated requirement or will direct you to the appropriate block to find the requirements.
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9. The General Education blocks contain the General Education requirements specific to your academic
program and course catalog. You will be able to see how each course has been satisfied along with the
earned grade and semester completed. Unfulfilled requirements will list the courses that can be taken
to fulfill the requirements.




10. The Major block will contain requirements specific to your academic program and course catalog. This
block will also track your Major GPA and minimum credit hours you must earn for your major.
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11. In addition to your Major block, you may see a Concentration block or Minor block depending on your
program of study.
